Recognition:
If, due to the current situation, ECTS points could not be achieved as agreed in the Learning Agreement, there won´t be any financial reclaims of the Erasmus grant now.
Settlement of the incurred costs:
In general: The maximum amount you can receive usually corresponds to the originally agreed amount in the grant agreement - unless point 4 or 5 apply and our budget is high enough!
The Leonardo Office will calculate the creditable new duration of your internship, taking into account the above-mentioned special regulations due to force majeure/Corona-impact and, if necessary, claim back part of the Erasmus scholarship that goes beyond this – unless one of the abovementioned force majeure rules apply in your favor.
